This topic was on the December 16, 2025 Agenda, where Council approved a motion to install four way
stop signs at the intersection of Washington Street and Main Street and Monroe Street and Main Street.
Council also authorized the removal and future relocation of the rapid flashing beacons pedestrian
crosswalk signs at the above referenced intersections. Council has since requested this topic to be back
on the agenda for further discussion. The paragraph and options 1-5 below that Council used to render a
decision were on the December 16, 2025 agenda.

When Main Street was initially designed, the design included rapid flashing beacon pedestrian crosswalk
signs on Main Street at Monroe and Washington Streets. After this design was finalized and the sign
infrastructure was installed, Council authorized the Borough Engineer to conduct a traffic study to
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determine the feasibility of adding stop signs on Main Street where Main Street intersects with Monroe
and Washington Streets as a measure to increase vehicular and pedestrian safety. The traffic study
prepared by the Engineer justified adding the additional stop signs on Main Street to increase safety, which
Council then adopted an ordinance authorizing the stop sign recommendations of the engineer. The
Borough engineer was contacted for guidance on the exact placement of the new stop signs due to
concerns of the stop signs and the rapid flashing beacon pedestrian crosswalk signs occupying similar
space and conflicting each other. After further review, the engineer discovered that PennDOT does not
allow an intersection to have both a stop sign and a rapid flashing beacon pedestrian crosswalk sign.
Possible Solutions:

1. Keep the rapid flashing beacon pedestrian crosswalk signs on Main Street at Monroe and Washington
Streets and repeal Ordinances #2025-003 and #2025-004 that authorized the stop signs at the
locations reference above.

2. Keep the rapid flashing beacon pedestrian crosswalk sign on Main Street at Monroe Street, removing
the stop sign at this location, and relocate or remove the rapid flashing beacon pedestrian crosswalk
sign on Main Street at Washington Street, keeping the stop signs at this location. Ordinance #2025-
004 would require amendment to reflect the change.

3. Keep the rapid flashing beacon pedestrian crosswalk sign on Main Street at Washington Street,
removing the stop sign at this location, and relocate or remove the rapid flashing beacon pedestrian
crosswalk sign on Main Street at Monroe Street, keeping the stop signs at this location. Ordinance
#2025-003 would require amendment to reflect the change.

4. Relocate the rapid flashing beacon pedestrian crosswalk signs on Main Street at Monroe and
Washington Streets to Main Street at Madison and Market Street, which are mid-block locations, and
keep the stop signs as designated in Ordinances #2025-003 and #2025-004.

5. Any other solution determined by Council. No further action taken.
